Primary funding for the Kiwanis Club of Orange
Scholarship Program comes from “The Dale Watt Memorial” and “The Linda Graff Memorial” Funds.

The Kiwanis of Orange Community Foundation is sensitive to the financial circumstances that families
have regarding the affordability of college and/or other secondary learning institutions. Special
consideration will be given to those applicants that communicate a financial need within their written

statement.
